Inglorious Basterds
I almost stopped watching movies during the few past years with the quality of movies severely decreasing. This is especially true for Hollywood movies which tend to either focus on making action movies where you can’t even see a thing because the camera shakes so much, “dark” movies where the luminosity is so low the actors don’t even need makeup anymore, horror movies either having extremely ridiculous scripts or being very predictable. Comedy movies’ quality hasn’t dropped so much, but their adaptation worsened. Nonetheless, Inglorious Bastards is not one of them, as many other movies in 2009.

The movie’s suspense is very unique. During 150 minutes you are constantly being flooded with life threatening situations where you wonder what you’d do yourself. It provides a deep immersion into the movie. The movie plays during World War II, in France. Nazis were known to be completely merciless killing machines, and they wouldn’t even think twice to kill a Jew under their führer’s command.
