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Too big to tank
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Main Idea:

There is a debate going on whether we should keep whales in public aquariums because of the potential dangers for the animals and for humans.

Pros:

Research in aquariums could help find out why whales cannot detect nets and eventually develop a device that would be detectable by them, preventing them from being caught in nets.
Blood chemistry can only be conducted in aquarium.

Whales draw in many people to marine parks.

Cons:

Human activity can kill whales, just like a whale was found with coins and rocks in its blowhole after dying.

Whales become depressive when locked down in aquariums and can end up killing people after accumulating too much stress. Dawn Brancheau, a whale-killer trainer, was killed in front of the public by an orca, which had been previously involved in two other human deaths.
Whales may lose their primary instincts and a female whale could become unable to nurse her child for instance.
